
Inherited factor VII (FVII) deficiency is the most common of the rare autosomal recessive bleeding disorders (RBD), with an estimated prevalence of 1 per 300,000 in European countries.1,2  It is likely that the prevalence is higher in those countries where consanguineous marriages are frequent. We here report STER study results on 112 evaluable enrolled cases for spontaneous bleeding episodes or prophylaxis. Treatment resulted effective and safe in all the cases. No significant side effects were registered
